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TRANSITIONS TEAM

We support young people with disabilities as they move into adulthood. We help
to smooth the transition from services aimed at children to those for adults.

We make many transitions in our lives, but the move from childhood to adulthood
is particularly significant, especially for young people with special needs. In addi-
tion to the usual challenges of “growing up” , these young people face other major
changes as they move between services so that the transition process can be
planned.

The Transitions worker will, where appropriate, attend 14+ reviews. As the link
between services and by working closely with the young person, the worker will
develop a Transitions Pathway Plan. This will draw together the young person’s
interests, hopes, plans and needs—both immediate and at important milestones in

the future.

Pupils at Heritage House School follow a curriculum based on the six priority
areas from the Heritage House School Skills for Life curriculum. A priority
for all pupils is learning how to communicate. As pupils progress through the
school the focus is on teaching them to acquire skills with increased independ-
ence. For some pupils this will be teaching them the skills to make choices
about their own needs and preferences. For other pupils teaching them to
make simple shacks or use
community facilities will be relevant.
