Pupils aged between fourteen and nineteen years old at Heritage 
House School attend the Extended Education Department.

Everyday in the Extended Education 
Department starts with the Timetable 
sessions. All students refer to a time-
table which is presented using real 
objects, photographs, symbols, words 
and times. This enables all pupils to 
access the timetable at an appropriate 
level. Students then set up their own 
individual timetables. Consequently, all 
students know what they are doing 
throughout  the day, reducing anxiety 
and increasing independent and 
understanding. 

Communication is a priority  area 
within the Skills for Life curriculum at 
the school. In the Extended Education 
Department students learn to use 
their communication skills in different 
environments, for example, in the local 
community. Some students use PEC’s 
(Picture Exchange Communication 
System) These students have a filofax 
with symbols on categorised pages. 
They carry these books around with 
them enabling them to communicate in 
a wide range of situations and with 
people outside the school environment.
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
